One of the best
things about fitting your trons in a rack is having them angled for more ergonomic use. If this stand had more on the back
end under the rear of the bottom tron, raising it just an inch or so, it would be perfect. Just my opinion of course, but if
you are going to go through the trouble of making a stand you might as well make it really comfortable to use.

| bet adding some good size rubber feet to the back would do the trick.
