Right then almost certain it is related to the SMPSU, if it works ok in the 4 way lead it is an earthing issue or other
problem in the socket where you are getting the shock, it could be a loose earth wire, or it could be that the live and
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neutral are reversed somewhere, or it could be another problem.



Try as Neil suggested and use the MD PSU in the same socket where you were getting the shock - and I assume you
are talking that kind of tingly shock rather than a zap?



Have a read of the link twistedspace posted it gives a fairly decent explanation. I really am not a fan of these type of PSU
for these and other problems, but they are in pretty much everything today.
